Candidate Compact: Filton and Bradley Stoke 
Filton and Bradley Stoke (FABS) is a county constituency, formed in 2024, wholly within the South Gloucestershire Council area. The constituency is the suburban fringe lying to the north of the City of Bristol and bounded by the M5 and M4, except for the village of Winterbourne, which lies north of the M4. The FABS area was developed rapidly over the last century, and further growth is planned as part of the West Innovation Arc, a designated New Town.

At the 2024 General Election, Claire Hazelgrove, Labour, won with 46% of the vote from the Conservative incumbent of the predecessor FABS seat on 26%.  Benet Allen, the Liberal Democrat candidate received 7%, behind Reform (14%) and Green (8%).  The predecessor FABS constituency was held from 2010 to 2019 by Jack Lopresti, Conservative.  FABS has typically been a Labour/Conservative fight.  The best Lib Dem result was third in 2010 with 25% of the vote.  At the other General Elections the Lib Dem vote share was between 6% and 9%.

There are 22 SGC council seats in the FABS area, two of which were won by Lib Dem councillors in 2023.  Conservatives won 12, Labour 7 and independent 1.  Some parts of the constituency appear vulnerable to Reform, who in the WECA mayoral election won the largest share of votes in South Gloucestershire overall.
