Work with communities to develop Place-Making plans for
neighbourhoods and villages.

Release the unspent Social Housing funds to tackle our area’s
social housing crisis.

Maintain the weekly bin collection service for all residents.

Work to deliver a garden waste service that is effective and
affordable for residents.

Develop sustainable plans for commercial waste collections.

Work with Parish Councils to tackle dog fouling and fly-tipping
hotspots.

Promise to prioritise the fixing of poor and damaged street
lighting across the Borough.

Work to encourage a more consistent and visible presence of
police patrols across the Borough, and especially in those areas
where people are most worried about anti-social behaviour.

Increase investment in CCTV to address fly tipping and increase
successful prosecution of offenders.
